Each spoke a different n ative lan-
guage and my messages were translated for those whocould
not understand English. We were able to participate in the wed-
ding for one of the young preachers. It was the fir st time that |
have formally prayed the prayer of blessing for a w edding in my
socks, but that was the custom. | was glad that | h ad socks with-
out holes in them. My greatest thrill was teaching through the
key sections of the book of Acts to 32 men who are preaching
all over southern India. One man even came four hou rs by open
train to be there and then had to ride home that ev ening. He
did this for both days of the seminars. | was to sp eak for about
three hours each day, but because of their interest and the time
they spent in coming, they asked if | could speak f or at least five
hours each day. | loved it. | was in my socks, in a room that was
in the 90s, both in temperature and humidity. BUT, teaching
God’s Word is so exciting that | did not care.

Last week | was asked to preach the funeral of a friend from
a church that | ministered to in St. Peters, Missou ri many years
ago. It was rather sudden. | flew there to visit wi th him and two
days later he passed away. | was able to pray with him and read
scripture to him, and it was comforting to me to se e his confi-
dence in Jesus. His wife and four daughters were al so glad to
know where he was going. The funeral was really har d for me to
see through tears. BUT, | was reminded to tell the people about
Joe’s baptism that | had performed many years ago, and how it
made this burial a completion of this life and the beginning of
the real life.
